Intensification Corridor - The lands within approximately
200 to 300 meters of the centre line of roads identified as
having the potential for higher density mixed-use
development consistent with planned transit service levels.

Major Transit Station Area (MTSA) - The area including and
around any existing or planned higher order transit station.
Station areas generally are defined as the area within an
approximate 800 m radius of a transit station, measured from
the station building.

. Intensification Area - The principal location for future growth,
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
